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Expenditure met from Revenue Account for 2024-25 (Budget Estimates) 
 
  The Estimate of expenditure under the revenue account of 2024-25 comes to `19652.76 crore which is `1358.52 

crore higher than the Revised Estimate of 2023-24 anticipated to be incurred under the Revenue Account. 

 

  Out of the total expenditure of `19652.76 crore in 2024-25, `13310.95 crore or 67.73 percent is earmarked for Social 

and Economic Services which is `827.24 crore higher than the expenditure expected to be incurred in 2023-24 (Revised 

Estimates). Expenditure on General Services is estimated at `6341.81 crore during 2024-25 which is `531.29 crore higher than that 

of 2023-24 (Revised Estimates).
